1.) Wi lliams Hall  is an old structure. Do we want to rent it out until  it falls dow n? Ar e we prepared to renovate 
it, and perhaps make the seismic improvements w e did not make when we renovated the church? Or do we 
want to demolish it and develop the property? A  St. Mark’s Development Committee headed by Ian Webster 
has already met w ith two large Berkeley private developers, and there are great potential advantages, but 
some potential disadvantages as well , to moving in this direction. 
 
2.) We have been just scraping by for years. There are good reasons for this. Most significantly, our recent 
renovation/ seismic work cost over $3.5 million, over half of w hich was raised w ithin the parish and has left  
many of our supporters exhausted.  A lso, for the fi rst time in many years, we are funding our ministries w ith-
out help from interest or trust income. As a result, despite pledge increases each year, we have repeatedly cut 
the operating budget, and a number of our ministries have been affected. Our family/ youth staffi ng in particu-
lar has been heavi ly hit. The question is w hether we want to continue scraping by, or w hether we cannot do a 
little better for ourselves. 
 
I was most interested not in the presentations, which I knew about, but in the parish response. In this regard, I 
was very heartened. We filled all  the chairs we put out, and had to put out more. The questions showed that 
those who were hearing this financial information for the fi rst time understood the important points, and had 
good opinions about how to proceed. (And my personal thanks to Len Johnson for moderating this discus-
sion.) Obviously, we did not immediately decide what to do w ith Wi l liams Hall, but we are starting to come to 
grips w ith the question, and I think that in light of our recent experience w ith Ar rowsmith, we al l are more ac-
tion-oriented than we might have been otherw ise.               
 
The question that needs a faster response is how to address the operating budget. Two good ideas  
to emerge from the meeting were: 1.) The use of a forum to discuss the ki nds of additional funding ideas Kevin 
Crispin-Al fieri  suggested (a paid youth minister? a part-time pastoral care minister? a seismic report for Wi l-
liams Hall? a full-time off ice coordinator or property manager? a budget reserve?); and 2.) The use of a survey, 
to get some hard data on w here our strengths and weaknesses are, and how to improve. 
 
Hopefully in the next few months we w il l get a good picture of where we are (financially, but maybe not just 
financially) and where we are going. A  new lease w ill  or w ill  not be executed. Discussion w ill take place and 
additional input w il l come in. Pledges w il l be submitted for the coming year. Once this information is in hand, 
we can reflect on what it is that we have and how  best we can use it. This w ill be a decision that we as a parish 
w ill  take together.

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Letter f rom the Rector 
 
Dear fr iends in Christ, 
 
You have surely heard of the (perhaps apocryphal) ‘ancient Chinese curse’, “ May you live in interesting times.”   
Well , these are certainly interesting times on many levels.  At  St. Mark’s, the times have even been identifi ed as a 
crisis, due to the sudden loss of a large chunk of rental income which has threatened our fi nancial stability.  Draw-
ing again on the w isdom of China, we find that the characters that translate the word, ‘crisis’, are those for ‘dan-
ger’ and ‘opportunity’ .  A  crisis is a dangerous opportunity.  Things could go one way or the other, toward tri-
umph or toward ruin. Such moments are, to say the least, ‘interesting’.  I am very excited about the way we are 
worki ng through our present dangerous opportunity by exploring many possible futures for ourselves and reflect-
ing seriously on our common mission and our personal commitment to it.  How  we are to be God’s people in this 
place is essentially a stewardship question, and I hope we w il l approach it in that theological context.  To that end, 
I share w ith you my remarks at the recent parish meeting, as follows 
 
A steward is one who is entrusted w ith something. As persons of faith, we understand God to be the source of 
our life and hope. Through baptism we are given a new , abundant and everlasting life in Christ. An d that is 
what makes all  we do an expression of stewardship and a story of how  we are handling God’s great trust in 
us. We betray that trust w hen we fail  to live into the image of our Lord and w hen we do not pattern our ow n 
lives on that of Jesus, the human li fe of God. To be faithfu l stewards, we must claim Jesus’ values as our ow n 
and l ive according to them. There are as many ways to do this as there are people and circumstances. But 
commonalit ies exist. Our priorit ies must include compassion and generosity, inclusiveness and a passion for 
justice, commitment to healing and reconciliation, a conscious seeki ng after God’s w ill  for us and w il lingness 
to receive and share God’s abundant love.  
 
God has also entrusted us w ith a common l ife as members of this parish and has cal led us into mission and 
ministry together. Here we worship and celebrate all that God has done for and in us, and here we are em-
powered to carry on Christ’s work in the world. It is an awesome privi lege and responsibility. In al l that we do 
here, we are acting as stewards of the mystery of God’s love and care for all  creation. The question is w hether 
we are as faithful as we could be in our stewardship. A re we giving our best and most generous selves to up-
hold the life of this community and further its mission? Is St. Mark’s maki ng the best and highest use of the 
various resources entrusted to it? 
 
As we in this parish begin to talk very concretely about the issues of fi nances and facilit ies, w hich are now  be-
fore us, I hope we w ill  be able to consider our money and our building as the powerful tools for ministry that 
they can be. We, as God’s beloved chi ldren and sisters and brothers in Christ, are the church. It is the gathered 
community w hich manifests the life of Christ here and now , which the Spirit enlivens and guides, and w hich 
carries the Good New s of salvation to all. Our structures and staff are crucial to coordinating and carryi ng out 
the ministr ies which mean so much to us as members of this parish and w hich empower us for our mission 
and ministry in the w ider community – at work or school, in the diocese and beyond, in our neighborhood.  
 
St. Mark’s has a tremendous role to play in the healing of the world. We have been greatly blessed and need to 
be a great blessing to each other and to those w ho come in contact w ith us. We can only fu lfi ll this high cal ling 
by trusting the loving God w ho trusts us w ith so much, and by committing a generous proportion of our 
selves and our substance to this mission. It is more than a matter of practical urgency. It is a matter of spiritual 
health and growth. It is a way for each of us to conform our l ives to the l ife of Christ. But it is also a matter of 
practical urgency. For St. Mark’s to be here for us, we need to be here for St. Mark’s. And if we are here for this 
community, it w ill  be here for others. And that is how we are crucial in healing the world. 
 
I anticipate much high quality discussion around all of the questions facing us and hope that it w i ll be consis-
tently mindful of our identity as the Body of Christ, cal led to embody the Good News of God’s love to the 
world, including to one another. 
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For St. Mark 's to be there for me, I  need to be there for St. Mark 's   

I've moved 13 times in my li fe. Each time I arrive in a new  community I go in search of a church home. As I 
visit churches and refine my criteria of what is important to me at that particular time of my l ife, eventual ly I 
discover just the right place for me to settle, grow and serve. 
   
That's how I found St. Mark’s 13 years ago w hen I returned home to the Bay Ar ea to care for my aging parents. 
Near the top of my list was a church that had a tangible, practical outreach to those w hom Jesus calls us to 
serve. That together w ith an inclusive, authentic congregation, a female preacher, an early morning service and 
a commitment to silence were the primary criteria. 
   
St. Mark’s fi t the bil l then and has continued to do so year after year. From the very beginning of my time here 
at St. Mark’s I 've been drawn to the hot meals outreach endeavor. Each year w hen I consider my fi nancial 
commitment to St. Mark’s I am so very grateful that we continue to be committed to serving those in our 
neighborhood w ho are in need. 
 
As a spir itual director and one who has chosen to live my life committed to the spir itual path, I am always l is-
tening for how  God wants me to l ive. Shortly after my return to the Bay Ar ea God put on my heart that not 
only should I t ithe, but that I should tithe tw ice as much as expected.  This was a big commitment on my part 
and one I continue to honor, though as one w ho l ives month to month (I don't have a guaranteed monthly in-
come) I must admit I sometimes fi nd it hard to let go of the litt le that I have. 
 
So each month w hen I show  up to help out w ith hot meals, I am reminded that my 'litt le' is nothing, compared 
to those we serve who have very little indeed.   
 
Living in faith for me, means living in trust that God w il l meet my every need. God hasn't failed me yet and I 
believe that God w il l continue to honor St Mark’s as we strive to l ive out our covenant as well.

Why Sarah (and Her Parish) Li ke “ The Pension Protecti on Act”  
  
New  tax legislation signed into law  on August 27 w ill  allow Sarah to make the gift  to her church that she has 
been wanting to make. This is because now  she can make the gift  directly from her IRA. 
 
Sarah has been annoyed ever since she turned 70 1/ 2 that she has had to pay income tax each year on money 
the IRS requires her to w ithdraw  from her retirement plan.  The Pension Protection Act (P.P.A .) w il l solve this 
problem. Her gift  to her church w il l count as her distribution—without increasing her taxes. 
 
Younger people sti ll  have two other excellent ways to make gifts from their retirement plans (IRA , 401(k), and 
403(b)). They can use a “ Give it Tw ice Trust”  to give income to their family and eventually the principal to 
their church. Or, they can simply name their church as one of the benefi ciaries of their plan, thereby avoiding 
taxes for their heirs. But now, there is a NEW opportunity for people like Sarah w ho were born before 1935. 
 
During 2006-2007, gifts to charities made directly from IRA’ s by those over the age of 70 1/ 2 w il l not be 
counted as taxable income. Up to $100,000 per year may be distr ibuted from the retirement plan in this way. 
 
A free brochure that outl ines detai ls of this opportunity is available from your Gift  Planning Offi ce at (415) 
869-7811. A lso available is a description of the “ Give it Tw ice Trust”  and beneficiary plan for younger donors. 
 
Sarah can now  make the gift  that she has wanted to make to support new ministr ies for children. By giving 
from her IRA  this year and next, she w ill  be able during her l ifetime to establ ish the Endowment Fund for 
Children’s M inistr ies. As a former Sunday School teacher, she knows the importance of this outreach. As a 
former vestry member, she realizes the importance of funds dedicated to this purpose. Thanks to this new tax 
legislation, she now  has an excellent way to make it happen. 
 
Contemporaries of Sarah may discover that the P.P.A. gives them a new pocket from which to pay their 
pledge—or to increase it. Generosity has found a new way to turn tax dollars into gift  dol lars and give thanks.

An Evening wit h Lee Grosscup to Raise Funds f or Berkeley Canterbury 
 
Cal Bears fans! Save the date of Friday, November 3 at 7:00 pm for “ An  Evening w ith Lee Grosscup,”  a fund-
raiser for UC Berkeley Canterbury. The event w ill  include a dinner w ith a discussion and question and answer 
period w ith Grosscup, and w il l be held at Christ Church in Al ameda. 
Lee Grosscup, former al l-Am erican quarterback and first round draft  pick w ith the New  York Giants in 1959, 
provided color commentary for Golden Bears football for 15 years and is currently the co-host of the Cal Bears 
radio post-game show, “ The Fifth Quarter.”  He is also an Episcopalian, an active member of Christ Church 
since 1987.  He was confi rmed by Bishop Wi lliam Swing in 1996. “ I had to play golf w ith him fi rst, and he beat 
me,”  Grosscup says. 
 
On November 3, Grosscup w ill  recap the season thus far and provide a preview of the November 4 home 
game against Pac-10 rivals UCLA. Grosscup’s analysis w il l give more insight into the first half of the season 
and some predictions on possible bowl berths as well as w hat to watch for at the next day’s game.

Adult  Formation Committe e Announces October Forums 
 
The Adult Formation Committee has announced a series of October events centering on the two themes of 
global warming and prayer. 
 
During the first week in October, St. Markans w ill  join people in 300 congregations in California, and 4000 
congregations  in 50 states across the nation, that are screening the film An Inconvenient Truth as part of a pro-
ject sponsored by Cali fornia Interfaith Power and Light.  
 
At  7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, October 3, parishioners who haven’t already seen the film, and those w ho’d like to 
see it again, w ill meet in the library for a show ing.  We’ll  discuss global warming at our after-church forum on 
October 8, led by environmental educator Nicola Swinburne, Ph.D. 
 
The rest of the month w ill  be devoted to a series of Sunday adult forums on the theme of prayer.    On October 
15 Jack Sawyer w ill  lead a program on “ Seven Kinds of Prayer.”   On October 22 Scott Sinclair w ill  offer a fo-
rum on healing prayer, and on October 29 Ellen Ekstrom w ill  discuss Anglican prayer beads. 
 
Adult forums take place in the l ibrary after the 10 o’clock service.  A r inging cow bell  at coffee hour announces 
that the forum is about to begin.  Follow  the crow d to the l ibrary.  Forums end at 12:30 p.m., or 12:45 p.m. at 
the latest.

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Adult  Formation Committe e Releases Survey Results  
 
The Adult Formation Committee (AFC) has released the results of a survey designed to obtain information 
about the educational preferences of St. Markans. To date, 30 people have submitted completed question-
naires.  Follow ing is a summary of their responses in various categories. 
 
Frequency of at tending AFC events.  Most people  attend “ sometimes”  rather than “ often”  or “ rarely.”   Only 
one person said that s(he) never attends. 
 
Most important  factor in  choi ce of an event .  For 15 people, the most important factor was subject matter.  
Next most popular factor was speakers, fol lowed by “ format of presentation.”  (Several people preferred 
straight lecture rather than discussion or question-and-answer.) A few people especially valued the opportu-
nity to interact w ith other St. Markans, and a few  valued the opportunity to interact w ith people from outside 
our parish. 
 
Most popular  subject mat ter.  Sixteen people indicated interest in the arts (l iterature, music, painting, and 
sculpture);  painting and poetry were the arts most often mentioned.  Fifteen people would like to see more 
events on theology.  Other popular topics, in order, were:  other faiths, and inter-faith issues (10); Biblical ar-
chaeology and scholarship (10); spiritual journies of other St. Markans (9); personal healing, including psy-
chology and spir itual direction (9); Church history (8); social justice (7);  building and maintaining a Christian 
community (7); and discerning vocation (6).  
 
The follow ing topics were endorsed by 5 or fewer respondents:  evangelism, life stages/ transitions, family is-
sues such as parenting, fostering inter-generational relationships, history of St. Mark’s, and health issues. 
 
Former programs people lik ed most.  Most popular of the programs offered in recent years was the “ Dinner 
w ith Joan”  series.”  A cooperative program with Temple Beth El, “ Dinner w ith Joan”  was based on the popular 
TV program Joan of Arcadia. 
 
Next most popular was  “ Loss, Remembrance, and the Maintenance of Community,”  a two-part series w hich 
was another cooperative effort of St. Marks and Temple Beth El.  Several respondents particularly praised the 
speaker from Beth El, and several enjoyed meeting members of the Beth El congregation. 
 
Plans for  the fut ure?   Generally speaking, respondents would l ike to have more speakers from outside the 
parish, including some from the Graduate Theological Union and from Temple Beth El.  One person wanted 
more emphasis on “ w here things touch us personally, ”   and another wanted “ programs that center on one’s 
relationship to God over organizational issues.”  Still another person requested “ programs appealing to stu-
dents.”  Addressing the scheduling issue, one respondent would like the committee to offer more programs 
during the summer, since she doesn’t travel. 
 
Requested topics included the follow ing:  home safety (specifically fall-prevention), gays and lesbians at St. 
Mark’s, global warming, An glican poetry, the Church and drama, the gnostic gospels, visiting places in the 
Holy Land, and the identity of the three magi in the Christmas story.
